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implemented. For example the siren was sounded 6 times in 2006, Z of
the times were result of a design issue with one of our exchangers, the
outcome was a very small flre. In April, we are putting a new design
in to eliminate recurrence of that event. From the last incident that
occurred in September we were able to remove that equipment since it
is not needed in colder months, so short term we mjtigated the risk,
long-term we eliminate it. We also adoDt learninq,s from other
refinery locations.

4, Public Liaison Committee
